Deeply touching....Von LittleDarling"Making Faces" by Amy Harmon is an incredibly 
emotional book. It was one big sob-fest for me and left me a teary mess for the rest of the day. But it was worth all the 
tears.The events of 9/11 are still - nearly 13 years later - just as painful and raw for most people. Integrating this topic 
into a romance is a difficult task, but Amy Harmon managed to do so with class and integrity - not using it for effect 
but depicting the consequences it had on people's lives.Ambrose Young, local sports star in his town and hotter than 
hell wrestler, has been prompted to join the military after high school - wanting to protect his country and the people 
he loves against any kind of violence while also trying to get away from the pressure of being the superstar of 
wrestling. Little does he know that his decision will not only alter his life, but also the lives of others. Talking his four 
best friends into joining him, they go to Iraq, but months later only Ambrose comes back - changed inside and out. The 
scars he wears on his face are more than just skin-deep. His heart is broken and he feels guilt over the death of his 
friends. Hiding behind his scars, he keeps away from people - not accounting for one person's stubbornness. Fern, the 
girl who loved him since she can remember is hell-bent on coaxing him back into the world of the living. Despite his 
initial reluctance, he cannot help but be infected by her light-heartedness, her joy of life and her charm. Faster than he 
might like, he develops feelings for her but isn't sure if anyone could love him - considering the way he looks and he 
feels. But leave it to Fern and her cousin Bailey to flip Ambrose's life upside down and make him put the demons that 
haunted him to rest.Amy Harmon did an excellent job describing a young man who feels invincible, just to learn that 
life doesn't care about your plans and cockiness. His efforts to come to terms with the time her served in Iraq are heart-
breaking. It is not just survivor's guilt that plagues him, but the knowledge that without his insistence to join him, his 
friends would still be alive. Parents wouldn't have lost his sons, girlfriends and children wouldn't have lost the love of 
their lives or their fathers. Having always been idolized by others for his good looks and his talents on the mat, he can't 
imagine anyone loving or wanting him once those things are gone. It was touching to see how his view of himself and 
his life slowly changed and adjusted. He was a jock, but without being a cocky jerk. He was kind and sweet, standing 
up for the ones that couldn't stand up for themselves. Ambrose definitely isn't the typical book boyfriend. There is no 
darkness in him, nothing broken, nothing gloomy - he is a normal guy who cares about the people in his life and about 
his town. A guy that is full of integrity and honor.A guy that Fern can't stop loving. Ever since she was a little girl, she 
has loved Ambrose. Unlike others, her love and admiration for him wasn't just about his looks or his wrestling. It went 
deeper. But being the ugly little duck she never regarded herself worthy of his love or attention. Due to the fact that 
she wasn't part of the in-crowd and because she always took care of her cousin Bailey, whose sickness made him 
depend on others, she never got to experience a normal teenage life. The fact that she wasn't a winner in the looks 
department, she never dared to make her feelings for Ambrose known. But even as he dated others and left for Iraq, 
her feelings didn't diminish. He was always a steady fixture in her life. So when he returns - haunted by the horrors of 
war and disfigured - she can't help falling for him again. But still questioning her own attractiveness as well as his 
intentions, she fears that his interest might be solely because he thinks he can't do better now. It takes Ambrose a lot of 
time and patience to make her understand that he desires her - not because he is ugly, but because she is - on the inside 
and the outside. And she truly is. She is self-less and caring, always willing to lend a helping hand and make sacrifices 
for others. She is fiercely loyal and a wonderful friend. In her own way, she lives her life the way she wants to, not 
caring what others might think. Her love for Ambrose is all-consuming and it was heart-warming to see her finally 
accepting his love.A supporting character but definitely worth mentioning was Bailey. A young man and Fern's 
cousin, that has been dealt a really crappy card in life, he suffers from a disease that isn't just serious or painful, but 
that is bound to kill him one day. Yet, despite the more than gloomy outlook on his future, he never loses his optimism 
and his fight. Bailey is the type of person that can brighten any room just by his presence. He doesn't take anything for 
granted but sees every day as the gift that it truly is. And through the things he says and does, he doesn't only teach 
Ambrose and Fern a lesson about life, but the reader as well. Not only Bailey, but the whole book has a lot of 
philosophical and spiritual wisdom, teaching it while telling a beautiful love story."Making Faces" had me laughing at 
times, but also led to quite a few tears.
